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Prenuptial Agreement

THIS AGREEMENT IS MADE [date]

BETWEEN:

(1)

WHEREAS:

AND are marrying as a result of their deep love and trust for one another but nevertheless do not wish their respective wealth or assets to be altered by entering into that union

AND because of their love and trust for one another wish to avoid future uncertainty and argument over their assets in the event that their efforts to ensure that the marriage will be successful and happy should fail and they decide to part

AND they wish to agree a correct record of their assets prior to the marriage now at a time when their emotions are under control and they can give these important issues rational consideration

AND TO AGREE upon what would be a fair approach to the proper and reasonable division of assets should that become necessary.
NOW IT IS HEREBY AGREED as follows:

The parties hereto have disclosed to one another all their assets of any significance and a schedule of those assets is attached (‘the Schedule’). The parties agree that in the event of the marriage breaking down and legal proceedings being commenced for a decree of divorce or of nullity or judicial separation neither will seek to make a claim to any entitlement in respect of any of the assets in the Schedule in such proceedings or ancillary relief proceedings under the Matrimonial Causes Act 1973, the Married Women’s Property Act 1882 or any other proceedings of any nature concerning the ownership of property.
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
